2.  SIGNIFICANT ACTIVITIES:
ASSISTANCE TO OTHER AGENCIES:

Fleetwood Police assisted NBRPD with 3 active domestic disturbances in Blandon and Kutztown PF with the closure of a business in Kutztown which was the site of a recent shooting.
Fleetwood Police responded to 20 burglar alarm calls in January.

Fleetwood Police conducted 6 commercial vehicle inspections during January and 4 of the 6 trucks inspected were placed out of service with major safety violations.

 83-21-00076 PUBLIC DEMONSTRATION:  Having been advised of a possible public demonstration targeting the Brandywine School District Administration FPD shifts were adjusted to maintain a presence during the announced time of the demonstration.  Monitoring of social media sites revealed the demonstration was dissolving with the District’s return to a hybrid-in person model.
83-21-00117 DISORDERLY CONDUCT:  Fleetwood Police responded to a report of someone burning paper towels in a boy’s restroom. Investigation identified a male student as the actor.  The student was also in possession of tobacco on school grounds and was issued 2 Non Traffic Citations.

83-21-00086 THEFT:  A Fleetwood resident that one of her credit cards had been compromised in an unknown manner and she was being refunded the amount of  $2,499.92 and her bank would be pursuing a fraud investigation.
83-21-00235 THEFT:  A Topton resident reported that they discovered someone had used their identity in July of 2019 to open a Verizon wireless account and charge in excess of $3,000 on that account.

83-21-00063 HARASSMENT: Police responded to a report of a threat of a knife assault between approximately 13 YOA males at the Brandywine Elementary School playground.  Investigation determined there was no significant injury to any of the juveniles involved in a minor school yard scuffle.  No knife was present nor was any knife threat substantiated during the investigation.  The juveniles were released to their parents with warnings on acceptable behavior.

83-21-00216 HARASSMENT:  Police responded to a report of a fight that occurred at the Fleetwood Post Office.  The caller advised that an argument erupted when he and another male began trading offensive gestures over driving habits.  The argument escalated and culminated with an unidentified male pushing down the other subject’s hat causing his glasses to fall to the ground.  The male who pushed down the hat then reportedly kicked the glasses causing them to get a chip in the lenses.
83-21-00026 BURGLARY:  Police were notified by a Ruscombmanor resident that he has been the victim of repeated burglaries which were reported to PSP Reading.  He advised he is a lineman and the burglaries usually occur when he is working late during weather events.  Patrols were advised of the situation and requested to monitor the location when we are patrolling Ruscombmanor Twp.

83-21-00091 THREATS TO LAW ENFORCEMENT:  Fleetwood Police were advised that an investigation was underway by PSP Reading regarding an unidentified threat to law enforcement that had been communicated to Berks County Radio earlier in the day.  Investigation determined that the subject of those threats was a Fleetwood resident who had been tied to previous mental health related calls including several where he was projecting that he wanted to commit “suicide by cop”.  The subject has been charged as a result of the PSP investigation and has since been taken into custody by Fleetwood Police for mental health evaluations since then.
83-21-00097 REPORTABLE CRASH:  Fleetwood Police investigated a crash that occurred in the roundabout when a vehicle that was fleeing from the NBRPD attempted to circumvent the roundabout northbound in the southbound lanes and lost control of the vehicle.  The driver appeared to be under the influence.  All related charges are being handled by NBRPD.
83-21-00007 HIT AND RUN CRASH:  Fleetwood Police investigated a hit and run crash in Richmond Township that was solved through the use of private video surveillance equipment and social media.
83-21-00187 HIT AND RUN CRASH:  Fleetwood Police responded to a reported hit and run crash that had occurred on the parking lot of the Dollar General located on Kutztown Road.  The police investigation determined that the fleeing operator was a resident of the city of Lebanon and held a current DUI related suspension on his driving record.

83-21-00230 HIT AND RUN CRASH:  Police responded to a report of hit and run where a tan SUV drove into a front  window of Turkey Hill then backed up and fled the scene in an unknown direction.  Police found a suspect vehicle in the area of the registered owner’s Fleetwood address and during questioning of the owner he admitted that the initial story of his vehicle being stolen was false and eh was actually the operator of the vehicle which fled.

83-21-00135 RETAIL THEFT:  Police responded to a reported retail theft that had occurred earlier in the day at Boyer’s Market in Richmond Township.  Throughout the investigation police identified the subject’s involved in this retail theft were involved in several others throughout the county.  Working in conjunction with NBRPD officers 3 subjects (2 adult males and a 17 YOA female) were identified in the crime spree during which approximately $1,000 of energy drink was stolen to be resold in return for money used to buy drugs.
3.  PERSONNEL:

Full Time Officer Maria Ruiz has completed her probationary status in an exemplary manner and in accordance with Civil Service Commission guidelines I’m requesting that Borough Council promote her from probationary to full status effective March 2, 2021.

Part Time Patrol Officer Stephen Bekesy began FTO training.

I have issued an intent to hire letter to a retired trooper who is interested in becoming our part time detective.  That letter will allow him to schedule to take the MPOETC certification test.

I also have another pending officer from another county agency possibly interested in the position and is awaiting a status update from his current employer.

4.  EQUIPMENT:
2017 Explorer had to go in for a replacement of the water pump that was previously replaced.  This was a warranty repair without cost.
2014 Ram is a RMI for troubleshooting of radio wiring.

MVR install scheduled for 2/11/21.

5.  PROJECTED ACTIVITIES / ISSUES:
The newly activated traffic signal located at the Richmond Street railroad crossing has been malfunctioning and after consultation with PENN DOT engineers and TELCO the problem has likely been identified and is on the TELCO work order list.
This week we will begin posting items on our Crimewatch website.
We are monitoring the situation with the projected dissolution of NBRPD.
